His Majesty the King Albert II has granted his High Patronage to “the whole of ac-
tivities that will be organized at the occasion of the bicentennial of Adrien François 
Servais’ birthday”. In this way the Court continues a tradition that began in 1835. In 
that year King Leopold I appointed Servais as solo cellist of His Majesty the King of 
Belgium.
